a) MOTION (Varga):  Whereas the Palms Neighborhood Council area has no surplus property fund to support community benefit projects, And, whereas the only significant surplus property in the Palms Area is Old Fire Station 43, 10234 National Blvd, Los Angeles 90034. And, whereas the possibility exists that Old Fire Station 43 may be sold at auction in the future: The Palms Neighborhood Council requests the net proceeds from any future sale of Old Fire Station 43 be placed in a specific Palms Neighborhood Council Area Trust Fund, which shall be established by action of the City Council pursuant to the City of Los Angeles Administrative Code, Division 5, Finance, Chapter 5, Trust Funds, and shall be devoted exclusively to capital or non-capital projects or purchases generally within the " Palms Neighborhood Council Area " for purposes which will be of benefit to citizens of the City of Los Angeles
